Pythagoras loved geometry!  Do you?

He discovered that the area of rectangles could be calculated by multiplying the length and the width of the rectangle.  See how good you are at working out the area of these rectangles. 
Use a ruler to carefully measure the sides of these rectangles and calculate the total area of each rectangle and any rectangles contained within each shape.
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Pythagoras was very good at puzzling things out.  Have a look at the rectangles below.  Calculate the area of the small rectangles and use these to find the area of the whole rectangle.
