	are words to name people, animals, places or things e.g. a field, a hedge, a child, a school.

	Proper nouns
	are naming words, such as the name of a person, a place or a day e.g. John, England, Tuesday.

	Pronouns 
	can be used in place of a noun e.g. he, she, I, you, they, it, we, yours, mine, ours, theirs.
