Used to mark a pause in a sentence (longer than a comma but shorter than a full stop).
I only ate one piece of cake; I wish I 
had eaten two.

Used to separate groups of more than one word in a list.

I bought three pens; a note book; a pencil case and two packets of crayons.


Used before dialogue in a script.
 Mark:
What are you doing?
 Cathy:
Mind your own business.
Used to introduce lists.
You will need:
3 eggs

100g flour

50g margarine

Used to join two words 
together to make a new word.

Harry Potter is 
a well-known wizard.



Used to provide extra information.
The player (who 
was badly injured) had to be carried 
off the pitch.


Used as an interruption or a pause.
