Adverb acting

Teaching notes
· A game for 4 – 6 children or the whole class.

· Cut up the adverb cards and divide them equally among the group.  Each group member should keep their card secret.

· Choose one member of the group to go first.

· Each member of the group should then ask the person to perform their adverb.

Examples:

· climb a ladder in the style of your adverb

· drink a glass of water in the style of your adverb 

· After asking the group member to perform their verb, a guess should be made about the adverb.  If it hasn’t been guessed once each group member has taken a turn, then the actor is the winner and the group should move onto the next adverb.
