As you are aware children are remaining with their classmates this year and moving up as a whole class.

Your child’s new class teacher for September 2020 is Mrs Wiltshire and the class LSA is Mrs Reed. Also
attached is a plan of the school showing where their new classroom will be.

We will inform you the week before what
time your child should arrive and any other instructions. There will be no need to register, it will simply
be turn up. If you don’t want your child to attend that is fine too. We dearly hope this will bring some
smiles to your children’s faces.

Transition support for 2020

Whilst things are very different for the children this year, as staff we have spent the same time, if not
more, ensuring that your child’s current class teacher shares all the important information on
friendships, strengths, SEN needs, attainment and curriculum coverage so far. These meetings are
invaluable to the teachers and provide a really detailed overview of each child in their new class.

We will also be supporting your child’s transition to their new class teacher and year group in a variety
of “virtual” ways. There will be some transition activities added to Google Classroom and our website.
Later in Term 6, your child will also be receiving a welcome letter from their new class teacher along
with a video message and a ‘farewell’ message from their current class teacher.

We hope all of this will help make the transition to their new class as smooth as possible and very much
hope we will have a “normal” start to term |(but | don’t 100% know this). | will keep you updated.
